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MAIN DIRECTIONS

The scope of the symposium falls within the broad objectives of the urban water component of UNESCO's International Hydrological Programme, and will focus on the water problems of cities and their conurbation.

The main theme includes hydrological, technical and managerial aspects, but will also cover the social and economic context.

The symposium is intended to stimulate thinking for decisions to be made on the ways water in the urban environment is to be managed, and on how cities should adapt in the future to withstand the pressures on their water dependent systems, including water supply and sanitation services, and not merely survive but add to the quality of life.  The integrated urban water management concept will be highlighted as the approach to confront the problems.

The symposium will aim to assess present day's status and then will venture an outlook.  An attempt will be made to assess whether the water and water-related health problems in cities and their surroundings are heading towards a dead-end or whether there are prospects for hope.

Ultimately, the symposium and particularly its workshops are expected to result in guidelines for sustainable development and for the solutions of current problems.

The symposium, while relevant to high level scientists and engineers, targets the decision-makers, urban water planners and managers and related practitioners; hence a symbiosis of research/science with practice is pursued.  Interdisciplinarity and interactions will be emphasized, as well as the applicability to cities in industrialized and developing countries.

TOPICS OF PLENARY KEYNOTE LECTURES (AND OF THE PRE-SYMPOSIUM BOOK) 

THE CHALLENGE OR URBAN WATER MANAGEMENT

A global view of developmental and environmental issues conditioning future urban water management and quality of life.

Urban water as a part of integrated catchment management

The effects of urbanization and urban water planning will be considered from the catchment perspective.

Interactions with the urban environment

The effect of withdrawals and inputs of water and of circulation (or recirculation) of water in the urban environment will be noted.

Infrastructure integration issues

The relationship and the integration of the different component of the urban water services will be examined within an urban planning context.

Emerging paradigms in water supply and sanitation

New approaches and alternative technologies that can alter traditional ways of solving age-old problems of water supply and sanitation are brought forward.

Urban water problems specific to developing countries

The water problems of cities in developing countries are reviewed critically: pattern of growth (including periurban areas), the nature of water services, technological and social  factors, etc.

Economic and financial issues

The economic nature of water, financing of urban water projects in developing countries, sustainable financing of urban water management institutions and the role of international funding agencies are discussed.

Social, institutional and regulatory issues

The shift of the management paradigm, the relevance of the institutional framework and of the role of the stakeholders and the legal background will be examined.

Outlook for the 21st century

Based on the findings of the aspects treated above, perspectives for the 21 st century on urban water issues and promising approaches will be presented.

The symposium will hold plenary sessions for the opening, and keynote lectures in the first day and the general discussion and closure in the afternoon of the third day. The middle part of the symposium will be devoted to six workshops.

The plenary sessions will be conducted in English and French with simultaneous interpretation.  The workshops will be conducted in the two languages without interpretation, depending on the preference of the speakers. The plenary keynote lectures will present the findings of an expressly prepared publication.  An invited speaker will introduce the topic of each workshop and limited time will be allowed for individual contributions.  Pre-prints of individual contributed papers will be available at the symposium.  There may be a limited number of travel grants for participants from developing countries with accepted papers.  No registration fee will be charged.  Published material will be on sale and social events will be charged.
